Rules amended; resident Indian fund managers can now be part of FPIs

Maintain current a/cs in
‘appropriate number’ of
banks: Sebi directs MFs

New Delhi, August 4

MARKETS REGULATOR SEBIonWednesday
asked mutual funds (MFs) to maintain cur-
rent accounts in an appropriate number of
banks forreceiving subscriptionamountand
payment of redemption and dividend.

The move is aimed at facilitating financial
inclusion,convenience of investors and ease of
doing business, the Securities and Exchange
Board of India (Sebi) said in a circular.

“Based on the request of mutual fund
industry, it is clarified that mutual funds
should maintain current accounts in an
appropriate number of banks for the purpose
of receiving subscription amount and for
payment of redemption/dividend/broker-
age/ commission etc,” Sebi said.

At present, mutual funds maintain cur-
rentaccountsin multiple banks,includingin
banks having presence beyond the top 30
cities (B-30 cities), for receiving subscription
amountand for payment of redemption pro-
ceeds,dividend brokerage and commission.

This enables investors to transact with
banks of their choice and facilitates faster
transfer of funds.

The mutual fund industry said the
Reserve Bank of India (RBI) had instructed
that banks shall not open current accounts
for customers who have availed credit facili-
ties in the form of cash credit or overdraft
from the banking system.

Onareview,however,the RBI provided an
indicative list of accounts stipulated under
various statutes and instructions of other
regulators that can be opened without such
restriction, including accounts for the pur-

pose of New Fund Offerings (NFOs), dividend
payment and share buyback,among others.
The industry has represented that sub-
scription in units of open ended mutual fund
schemes is akin to continuous NFO and
redemption of units of mutual fund schemes
is akin to buy back or repurchase of shares.
Considering the same, the industry
requested Sebi to issue instructions for
mutual funds in respect of maintenance of
current accounts in multiple banks and the
regulatorissued the clarification.

“Efforts are on to frame the
investor charter,as announced
in the Union Budget 2021-22
Sebi chairman Ajay Tyagi said in
the regulator’s annual report
2020-21.

It has been proposed to have a charter for
Sebiand separate charters forentities regulated
bythe marketsregulator,the report noted.Also,
it hasbeen proposed to prescribe timelines for
various investor related activities in the char-
ter,itadded.

market to invest with better knowledge, the
report noted.With an objective to provide pro-
tection to investors, finance minister Nirmala
Sitharamanin the Union Budget 2021-22 had
proposed to introduce an investor charteras a
right of all financial investors across all finan-
cial products.

PSU general insurers staff go on strike
to protest proposed privatisation

EMPLOYEES OF PUBLIC sector general insur-
ance (PSGI) companies are observing nation-
wide one-day strike on Wednesday to protest
against intended privatisation of state-owned
insurers.The Joint Front of Trade Unionsin PSGI
companies met on Monday and decided to
protestagainst the decision of the government
to privatise PSGI companies.

The unions have given a call for one-day
strike against the passage of the General Insur-
ance Business (Nationalisation) Amendment
Bill 2021 in the Lok Sabha, General Insurance
Employees All India Association general secre-
taryKGovindan said. Employees of all four PSGI
companies are participating in the day-long
strike, he said. The bill was passed by the Lok
Sabha on Monday without discussion amid
continuing protests by opposition parties on
the Pegasus snooping and otherissues.

The bill is scheduled to come up for dis-
cussion and passage in the Rajya Sabha later
in the day.

Asperthestatement of objectsand reasons
of The General Insurance Business (Nationali-
sation) Amendment Bill, 2021, it seeks to
remove the requirement that the central gov-
ernment should hold notless than 51% of the
equity capital in a specified insurer.

“These measures will therefore enable the
governmentto privatiseall the four publicsec-
tor general insurance companies and the rein-
surer GICRe.Theargument of the finance min-
ister that it is not privatisation but an effort
towards greater private participation sounds

somewhat ludicrous,” another union All India
Insurance Employees’Association (AIIEA) said.

CAPITAL MARKETS REGULATOR Sebi
has amended its FPI rules, allowing resi-
dent Indian fund managers to be consti-
tuents of foreign portfolio investors (FPIs).

The move comesaftertheboard of Sebi
approved a proposalin thisregard in June.
In a notification, Sebi said non-resident

Indians (NRIs) or overseas citizens of India
(OCIs) orresident Indian individuals canbe
part of FPIs,provided they meet the condi-
tions specified by the regulator.

In case of resident Indians other than
individuals,they can be the constituents of
the applicant if such a person is a fund

manager of the FPI or the FPIis an eligible
investment fund approved under Income
Tax Rules. To give effect to this, Sebi has
amended FPIrules,according toanotifica-
tion on Tuesday. The amendment will
bring Sebi’s FPI norms in line with the
recentamendmentsin the I-TAct,thereby

facilitating Indian fund managersinman-
aging investment funds incorporated or
registered outside India. In a separate cir-
cular on Wednesday, Sebi modified opera-
tional guidelines for FPIs and designated
depository participants followingamend-
ment in the FPIrules. —PTI
